Cedar Farm     Landscaping still required..
BH Airport -   BHAL Proposals to LBB: are as noted in Minutes (3) of 17 Jan.  RAs (inc CRA) continue to act jointly to fight the proposals and persuade LBB Cllrs to vote against changes to Lease at Council meeting on 21 March.  
NB. Cudham RA has a mandate to oppose changes to the Lease.  

CRA put out two early notes on Cudham Mail and a lot of info on Website to outline what became known about the proposals and to give our reactions.  More info was put out by the RA Group (BRAAD), that has been used to produce Village-wide Airport Campaign Newsletter promoting letters of Objection.        Councillor Reported

      a. Pre-approval of Planning Applications to be charged.  These are to be promoted to speed up process

       b. UDP is soon to be replaced by LDF
       c. Heritage Centre is starting to move now.  Lottery Funds are hoped to match club funds.

       d. Budget Cuts will amount to £33 million, with 170 staff cuts in 2 years, including Voluntary redundancies 

       e. Pot Holes in roads repairs are to be continued.  Report these to Neat Streets on 0208 313 4621
       f. Grays Road to be shut on Tues 3rd May for telephone poles to be replaced. 
(2)  Traffic in Lanes – this is more complicated than originally thought, but Cllr is persisting – see website.
(3)  Angas Home  - new interest reported by a developer interested in conversion into flats, but maybe too many, plus two houses. Cllr wants general consultation first to establish more details of intentions.
(4)  Meads Pleasure/Court Cottages  - Complaints noted at last meeting about “temporary” stables and caravan.  Enforcement Notice has been served with no appeal, to remove buildings in NE corner of field.
(5)  Rowlands in Bombers Lane – Noted at last meeting site investigation had found nothing illegal. AW insisted there is building work going on (log cabin).  Cllr reported – it will be revisited. 

(6)  Cedar Farm – Landscaping status to be confirmed
(7)  Cudham Frith –  Noted at last meeting detached garage being used as a dwelling. Council has issued Breach of Condition notice, for which there is no appeal.
 (8)  Application for Care Home at CLN/A21 Garage site.  Density is too high, but with changes to plans, Approval is likely to be given. 

 (9)  Application for Houses on Agricultural Land – Refused
 (10) Application for Extension 10 Cudham Park Rd – Extension – Refused

 (11) Bowness (Containers) - Application for Lawfulness – will probably succeed.
