7    Councillor’s report
(1)  HGV Traffic in Lanes - SatNavs.   

Effort is ongoing to get data modified by the central authority.  Borough-wide report is being written.  May take a year to get any results.
(2)  Angas Home  - Might be put up for auction.
(3)  Rowlands in Bombers Lane – Current developments appear to be legal.  Cllr to visit site. 

(4)  The Grays – Nothing further to report.  Cllr can inspect developments from the rear if required. 
(5)  Cedar Farm – Landscaping progress has not been inspected
(6)  Cudham Frith – Garage is reported being used as a dwelling.  Breach of Condition notice issued.  Three months is allowed to restore to former condition.

(7)  Blue Fields (Berry’s Green Road) – Equestrian use has been stopped and the stables will be removed. New Application has been received for non-equestrian use.
(8)  Heritage Centre – The Trust now has one yearto raise £1.55m before 106 agreement expires
(9)  BH Airport – Councillors appear to be keen to discuss possibility with residents of whether any part of

Lease might be negotiable; and under what terms.  It appears that £0.5m spent by LBB on runway etc. has never been repaid by BHAL.
(10)  Shire Lane – Holwood Farm – Application for (Islamic) Cemetary – Recommended for refusal

(11)  Cudham Rec Pavilion Toilets -  Proposal to close these is being reviewed by LBB, since combined status was not understood.  Possible that pavilion sports facilities may be expanded (including toilets).  Discussions with sporting organisations.

(12)  Care Home at former Caravan Centre -  Care UK Ltd  Application approved.  Details being finalised.

8.    AGM Comments
(1) The topic of the guest Speaker was very technical, and only minor parts applied to villages like Cudham.

(2) Committee, after discussion, agreed that AGM formal part tends to be too long – Audience fatigue evident. 

Specifically, in reports from Chairman and Councillor there is too much duplication.   

Reduce the former to a summary of RA’s  involvement in principal activities and any policy matters.  Expand Cllr’s report to take over the rest of the topics and allow for more time for Q and As.   

Police presentation takes too long. Reduce to a brief factual report

(3)   VB – Dogs worrying horses   Instances at High Elms of dogs off-lead near bridle paths causing problems for riders: can anything be done to prevent this, e.g. warning notices.  Opinion is that notices will have little effect.  AW commented that recent legal precedent seemed to indicate that the Courts consider it to be the responsibility of the riders.
