Cedar Farm     Separate barn – roof now appears modified as instructed.  Landscaping still required..
Spinning Wheel – Application for modifying windows & erecting wall to outside dining area.  Minor
BH Airport -   BHAL have proposed to LBB, variations to the Lease to allow additional operating hours (early and late) and to permit fare-paying passengers, for a period of 10 wks to cover the 2012 Olympics. This threatens the protection of the Lease and a number of RAs (inc CRA) are jointly actioning opposition to fight the proposals and to persuade LBB to refuse changes to Lease.  This will be difficult – the leader (Cllr Carr), backed by BH Cllrs and some others, are believed to be in favour.  NB. Cudham RA has a mandate to oppose changes to the Lease.  

Cudham RA has so far put out two notes on Cudham Mail and the Website, to give outlines of what is knowm so far about the proposals and our reactions.  As more info leaflets etc are issued by the RA Group (BRAAD), we shall use these to mount our own campaign in the village, using Website, Mail and direct mailing by leaflet etc.

(1)  Traffic in Lanes.   

Problems with HGVs using SatNavs – Our MP is being approached to get assistance to get data modified by the centralised authority, but they are very reluctant and it will be difficult.
(2)  Angas Home  - Nothing to report
(3)  Meads Pleasure/Court Cottages  - Complaints noted about “temporary” stables and caravan.  Enforcement Officer will be visiting to report on activities there.
(4)  Rowlands in Bombers Lane – The site has been investigated, but nothing illegal ahs been found. 

(5)  The Grays – An Application submitted for “remodelling” the rear of the house has been refused .  (A query was raised at the meeting about the status of the wooden building attached to the house).
(6)  Cedar Farm – The Roof of the Barn has been lowered, Landscaping has yet to be done
(7)  Cudham Frith – A detached garage is reported as being used as a dwelling.  It’s expected that the Council will issue a Breach of Condition notice, for which there is no appeal.
(8)   Blue Fields (Berry’s Green Road) – Change to equestrian use has been rejected and it will stay in agricultural use.  Its equestrian use has been stopped and the stables will be removed.

(9)   Salt Bins  (from AOB 1-CD of last minutes) - These were refilled ready for the next cold spell.  Cllr asked that residents should report any that were emptied
