Change of use of land from equestrian to gypsy and traveller caravan site, comprising 1 pitch accommodating one mobile home and one touring caravan, together with additional hardstanding area, concrete post and timber panelled fence (max height 1.98m steel gates (max height 1.98m) detached shed, lamp post and utility room.  RETROSPECTIVE APPLICATION
I write to object, in the strongest possible terms, to this planning application.   
Firstly, the site lies within the metropolitan Green Belt. In the Green Belt, National policy, London Plan policy and the Bromley UDP policy are consistent in acknowledging that the stationing of residential caravans and related structures constitute inappropriate development which is to be resisted.    In this case, no justification has been put forward by the applicant which would warrant even the slightest relaxation of this policy.

Secondly. the land was acquired by the applicant in the full knowledge of this planning position. This is evident both from the planning permission granted and those subsequently refused and dismissed at appeal (Ref APP/G5180/A/09/2103547NW) on 19-08-09.   It is of particular significance that the latter included a proposal to relax the condition attached to the original permission (08/03254) which specifically precluded the stationing of caravans.
In addition, the site is small in size and the Planning Inspectors previously found that any additional structures or uses would be incompatible with the Green Belt location.
